Report of visit to Tamil Nadu state by Dr. M. Dutta, National Consultant (Oilseeds) from 7th to 11th November, 2016

A field visit was made to Tamil Nadu state w.e.f 7th to 11th November, 2016 by Dr. M. Dutta, National Consultant (Oilseeds) to monitor the implementation of NMOOP and NFSM programmes and to assess the status of fund utilization.
Commisionerate of Agriculture, Chennai (7.11.2016):
A brief meeting was held with the officials of State Department of Agriculture to review the implementation of NMOOP and NFSM programmes with special emphasis on pulses and additional area coverage under NFSM. It was informed that about 4.0 lakh ha area under oilseeds has been diverted to pulses. Under additional area coverage programme of NFSM 6.0 crore has been allocated for seed and demonstration components only. Request for utilization of some funds for life saving irrigation devices also was made as the state is facing 62.0% deficit rainfall from south-west monsoon which contributes maximum rainfall.

Large shortfall in area coverage against the targeted area and about 12% reduced area against last year’s crop coverage was observed mainly due to lack of rainfall from North East monsoon. Field Monitoring:
At Vembi village in Vikravandi block, oil palm plantation undertaken in collaboration with Godrej Agrovet Ltd was monitored. In addition to new oil plam plantation undertaken by farmer Sri Ramamurthy in 2.0 ha area including seven years old plantation in 1.0 ha area was visited, which was in fruiting stage. The average yield of oil palm obtained was about 15-20 tonnes of FFB/ha with an average rate of Rs. 5 to 7/kg. It was informed that about 20,000 ha area has got reduced from 1.00 lakh ha under oil palm mainly because of low FFB prices.
 In contrast, about 30,000 ha area was increased under pulses. The farmers informed that groundnut varieties TMV 3 and TMV 13 and black gram variety Vamban 8 were cultivated by them. Four farmers were distributed with 20 kg bags of black gram variety Vamban 5 by the department. Six farmers were distributed soil health card. The registration certificates under crop insurance scheme were also distributed to the farmers. 
At Emapur village in Thiruvennainallur block, seed multiplication plot of groundnut variety TMV 13 in 1.0 ha area was visited grown by the farmer Thiru Rayar S/o Sri Saminathan. The farmers requested for more support for gypsum distribution. It was suggested by the team that groundnut planting may be taken up through seed drills.
At village Saravanapakkam in the same block, large scale cultivation of black gram in about 200.0 acres area undertaken through NFSM-Pulses scheme was inspected. Total beneficiary farmers who availed the subsidy @ Rs. 25/kg was 42 with an area of 51.8 ha. The farmers were supplied 50% subsidy for foliar application of a nutrient mixture- “Pulses Wonder” formulated by TNAU, Coimbatore. Since the nutrient application was quite effective, farmers wanted 100% subsidy, if feasible.  
At village Anganur in Ulundurpet block, the distribution of rotavator to farmers under NFSM-Pulses scheme was inspected and documents were verified. Four farmers were distributed with rotavators. The farmers informed that rotavator have greatly helped in pulses sowing in rice fields. The cost of each rotavator was Rs. 93,500/- with subsidy of Rs. 35,000/- from NFSM-Pulses. About 10,000 ha area has been sown in the block against the target of 8,600 ha and 2,000 ha has been planned for groundnut for which sowing will commence in December, 2016.  Maize is a profitable crop with about 22,000 ha and 7 to 10 tonnes yield/ha, but harvesting of maize is a problem hence, maize harvester was in demand. 

At village P. Mambakkam in Thirunavalur block, black gram variety VBN 5 grown in an area of 4.0 acres by farmer Sri Arun Radhakrishnan was inspected. The crop condition was very good, which was appreciated by the team. Thereafter, A brief meeting was held at the district headquarters, Viluppuram with the Joint Director Agriculture and other officers and farmers where a rotavator was distributed to the farmer Thiru Varathan of Vallam block under NFSM-Pulses scheme. 
Regulated Market Centre, Viluppuram (9.11.2016)

A visit was made to the Regulated Market Centre (RMC), Viluppuram, one of the oldest marketing centres established during 1939. The RMC has 8 centres each having 1000 m tonnes capacity. It has a revenue collection of 10.5 crores and is self sustaining. Currently, it has a surplus of Rs. 18.00 crore. About 1,500 to 2,000 farmers visit the RMC daily during peak crop harvesting period. The RMC deals with 15 notified crops including oilseeds like groundnut and sesame. About 40% of rice and 70-80% oilseeds and pulses produced in the district are received in the RMC. The farmers are allowed to retain their produce at the RMC for 15 days free of charge. The RMC charges 1% cess from the traders who deal with the commodities with farmers. The RMC has a shortage of yard space, which needs urgent strengthening. The market price of groundnut kernel was ruling at a maximum of Rs. 5749/- per 80 kg bag and a minimum of Rs. 4525/- per 80 kg bag. The price of white sesame seed was Rs. 5896/- per 80 kg bag. Out of the 18 RMCs of the state, 11 have been proposed to be linked with e-NAM.

At village Veedur in Mailam block oil palm and rice, two highly water demanding crops were cultivated alongside casuarinas which can grow with less water. Large fields were converted to casuarinas plantation, which is a cause of concern for agricultural crops. 

KVK, Tindivanam


Next visit was made to the TNAU-KVK, Eraiyanur, Tindivanam where a brief meeting was held with the KVK scientists. The KVK had conducted 25 FLDs on green gram during kharif 2016 and has planned to conduct 25 FLDs each in green gram and black gram during rabi 2016-17. The green gram variety used was CO 8 which yielded 8.45 qtl/ha as compared to national average of 7.3 qtl/ha and state average of 6.9 qtl/ha. The net return from the variety from the demonstration was 31.7% more than the chick. The feedback from the farmers was that demonstration in clusters was a problem as limited irrigation facility is a constraint. Hence, support for water conservation structure was needed. 
A visit was made to the demonstration site at village Karattai in Vanoor block conducted by farmer Achyutan on groundnut variety TNV 13 during rabi 2015-16, which yielded about 3000 kg/ha as the seed cost was high, the support provided under FLD was sufficient only for 50% of the cost of seed. The other inputs like Rhizobium, PSB and Tricodarma including crop booster were supplied by the KVK. As informed, the sowing of groundnut was done in rows on flat-beds. Hence, use of seed drills and ridge/BBF planting was suggested. The farmers requested for supply of seed minikits of groundnut by the department. 

TNAU-Regional Research Station, Tindivanam

A short visit was made to the TNAU-Regional Research Station, Tindivanam which has developed a number of popular groundnut varieties of which TMV 13 released during 2006 was the recent one. The station has 7 scientists with a farm of 110 acres of which about 100 acres is used for seed production. The centre has good collaboration with State Department of Agriculture. As informed by the scientists some varieties of groundnut are in the pipeline and would be released shortly. The average groundnut yield was about 2,000 to 3,000 kg/ha, but white grub is a problem in some pockets.

A visit was made to the village V P Kuppam in Thurinjapuram block where red gram (LRG 41) and broad bean (local) intercropping 1:1 was raised by the farmer Sri Gandhimurthy in 14 acre areas. The crop grown as rainfed was under stress and about 750 kg/ha yield was expected. The distance between rows was 10 ft which could be reduced to make it more profitable. 

A visit was made to the village Karumaropatty in the same block where farmer Sri Elumallai has taken up oil palm plantation in 3 acre areas in collaboration with Vaidehi Oil Palm Ltd. Seedlings of the variety Tenera was obtained from OPIL Kerala. Intercropping with black gram was planned to be undertaken. 


The next visit was made to the village Polur in Pollur block where 2.6 ha first year oil palm plantation was undertaken by farmer Sri Subaramani. The variety included was Tenera with 370 plants/ha. Intercropping of groundnut was taken in kharif to be followed by black gram. 


At village Vilapakkam in Chetpet block farmer Sri R Natarajan raised a three months old oil plam plantation in 1 ha area. The plant growth was very good. Groundnut crop was taken from which 850 kg/ha was obtained after which black gram crop will be taken up. 

At village Satukani in Chetpet block the farmer Sri Manivannan was given 35 water carrying PVC pipes of three inch diameter with a subsidy of Rs. 7500/- and Rs. 10500/- contributed by the farmer. The same village farmer Sri Gajendra was given a power sprayer with a subsidy of Rs. 3000/- under NFSM pulses. 


In village Kozhavier in Chetpet block the farmer Sri R Shaktivel was given a rotavator with a subsidy of Rs. 35000/- under NFSM-pulses and Rs. 57000/- from own contribution by the farmer. Pigeon pea crop was grown on the field bunds around the farm area.
Commissionerate of Agriculture, Chennai (11.11.2016)

A meeting with the officials of Directorate of Agriculture was held in the chamber of Director, Agriculture and major issues flagged. It was informed that due acute deficit in rainfall the target area could not be achieved in some crops. The state has introduced electronic clearing system (ECS) for smooth flow of funds and is making efforts for direct benefit transfer. 
Observations and Actionable Points:

· Provisional UC for NMOOP has been submitted and AUC for NFSM will be submitted by the state within a week.                                                                   (Action: SDA)
· North-East monsoon was highly deficient upto 7 November, 2016, resulting in stress particularly in new transplantation and nursery of rice and delay in groundnut sowing. Existence of nursery to maturity of rice crop may perpetuate disease and insects problem which should be broken through appropriate crop rotation.                  (Action: SDA)
· Area under black gram has increased and crop condition was good, but line sowing with improved crop management is required and distance between rows may be reduced in red gram.                                                                                            (Action: SDA)
· Groundnut area as well as yield has declined which are causes of concern and need to be arrested. Intercropping with pulses and oilseeds may be promoted and diversion of area to casurinas plantation should be discouraged.                                     (Action: SDA)
· Careful assessment of areas for oil palm and diversion of sugarcane areas to less water demanding crops as both require high irrigation water. Convergence of schemes for providing protective irrigation should be attempted.                            (Action: SDA)
· The functioning of Regional Marketing Centre, Viluppuram was appreciable in ensuring better price to farmers, however, integration with e-NAM is required. (Action: SDA)
· Under Front line Demonstrations conducted by KVKs support for seed cost in groundnut is low that need to be enhanced.                                                    (Action: NMOOP)
· Under Additional Area Coverage programme under NFSM support for micro-irrigation and water harvesting pipes may be supported.                                       (Action: NFSM)
· Interventions like Rotavator is helpful in utilization of rice fields for pulses and oilseeds, however, the high contribution required for Rotavator is not affordable by small farmers. A mechanism should be developed for sharing by other farmers.
                                                                                                     (Action: SDA/NFSM)
· Due to non-availability of seeds of pulses and oilseeds varieties of less than 10 years and adaptability of area specific varieties age relaxation upto 15 years was requested. The seeds of new varieties distributed under minikits may be used by the state.
